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Workshop:

This workshop, lead by two 2005-6 Carnegie Scholars, is designed to help faculty transform their investigations of teaching and learning into the kind of scholarship that can shape both institutional and disciplinary practice. They can include developing a web-based resource, a chapter in an edited text, and participation in workshops. These can carry weight in tenure and promotion decisions.
