WebQuest Assignment Instructions

Inside your www-docs directory, you are going to create a new directory called webquest – this is where you will save all of your WebQuest .html files. Inside the webquest directory, you are going to create another directory called wqimages – this is where all of your WebQuest image files will be saved.

Note: It’s very important that you and your partner use the identical file names when creating your WebQuests so that all of your links will work when you combine your pages together. Names are case sensitive – that means if you have process1.html and your partner has Process1.html, your files will not sync!

You can choose to break up the WebQuest assignment and have one person work on half of the WebQuest and have the other person work on the other half and then combine the two in the end. OR, you can decide to work together on the project, saving the pages in one home directory from the beginning, and then copying the whole WebQuest directory over to the other person’s home directory when you’re all done. We’ll show you how to do that, once you get to that point.

Each WebQuest page is required to have a common navigation bar, similar to your e-portfolio, which will contain the following links: Home, Introduction, Tasks, Process, Evaluation, Conclusion, and References. The nav bar should appear in the same location on every page, so make sure that you and your partner agree on where it will appear when making your pages independently.
