The vendor will handle all sales of alcoholic beverages, none of which will be paid for by the student organization.  The vendor will sell alcohol exclusively on a per drink or per pitcher basis (no “all you can drink” specials), with no profit from alcohol sales going to the sponsoring organization.  Vendors are discouraged from selling pitchers for their own protection against subsequent illegal distribution to underage patrons.
