
January IEX Off-Campus Study Proposal Cover Sheet

Faculty who are preparing proposals for an international travel course should read the following information carefully, then complete and attach this form to the proposal.

1. Intent to Travel. Faculty and staff leaders are required to work with the Center for International and Cultural Education on all new and repeat January IEX off-campus course proposals. Faculty members are advised to declare their intent to offer such a course to the CICE early in the planning and design process. CICE will provide advice, feedback and assistance with the proposal, especially with regard to integrating the academic and experiential components of the course.

2. CICE Review. Faculty must submit both new and repeat course proposals (including UMAIE courses) to CICE by the deadline listed on the Curriculum Committee webiste. After review by CICE, the proposal will be forwarded directly to the International and Domestic Programs Committee (IDPC) which reviews January off-campus travel courses. Please use this form as the cover sheet for the proposal.

3. IDPC Review. Review and approval of courses by the IDPC follows review by the CICE. The IDPC may heed or supercede recommendations from the CICE and/or may choose to request additional information directly from the faculty proposer.

4. Proposal Guidelines. Faculty should complete the questions on the proposal form in as much detail as possible. Information for the budget worksheet may be limited or tentative at the time of proposal submission; the budget will be developed collaboratively between the faculty proposer and CICE after the proposal is approved by IDPC.
