Honor Societies
Phi Beta Kappa, Eta Chapter of Minnesota
Phi Beta Kappa is the nation’s oldest and most prestigious academic honor society. Students are elected by a faculty committee of local 
chapter members based on their academic performance in fields of liberal learning. The Gustavus chapter was approved in 1982 and 
formally chartered in April 1983. The following students, elected either as juniors or seniors, graduate with this distinction. (Elected Spring 
2013 except as indicated: * elected 2012, ** elected 2011.)

Guild of St. Ansgar
The Guild of St. Ansgar was established in the spring of 1952 to recognize the overall achievements—in scholarship, leadership, and 
participation in extracurricular activities—of graduating seniors. The guild is named for the first Christian missionary to the Scandinavians 
and in honor of St. Ansgar’s Academy, the name by which the College was known in the first decade following its founding.

Guild of St. Lucia
The Guild of St. Lucia was established at Gustavus in 1957 to honor women who have achieved academic success, displayed leadership 
qualities, and provided service to the College. Juniors are elected to the guild in the spring of each year, with senior members initiating new 
members in service projects. The following graduating seniors were elected to the guild as juniors in 2012.
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Gustavus Commencement Traditions
The first bachelor’s degrees were granted by Gustavus Adolphus College in 1890, and graduating classes at the College have worn the 
traditional caps and gowns at commencement exercises since 1903. Over the years, the College has developed its own traditions for 
commencement, including the practice of having graduates receive their diplomas from the faculty in their major fields rather than from the 
president or a board representative as they cross the stage.

In addition to hoods signifying their bachelor of arts degrees, Gustavus graduates may wear other devices to represent various academic, 
service, and leadership honors and memberships, as described below.

Phi Beta Kappa graduates wear their membership key pins on the lapels of their gowns and light pink and light blue honor 
cords over the shoulders.

Horizontally striped, kente cloth stoles are awarded to recognize leadership in diversity initiatives and community building.

Graduating Peer Assistants wear royal blue honor cords over the shoulders.

Student leaders who have supported the growth and development of students in the residence halls for at least one full year as Collegiate 
Fellows wear emerald green honor cords over the shoulders.

Members of the Order of Omega, which recognizes leaders in the Greek community for service to their college or university, wear ivory 
and gold honor cords over the shoulders.

International graduates wear a sash depicting the flag of their home country.

Veterans of military service wear red, white, and blue honor cords over the shoulders.

Graduates who minored in Latin American, Latino, and Caribbean Studies (LALACS) wear red, yellow, and blue honor cords to 
represent the vitality, wisdom, and curiosity of those who undertake the interdisciplinary minor. The College’s first LALACS major wears 
both honor cords and a stole that contains the colors of all the Latin American flags.

Those elected to membership in Lambda Alpha National Collegiate Honors Society for Anthropology wear white stoles on which the 
society’s emblem is shown in blue and gold.

Those elected to Lambda Pi Eta National Honor Society in Communication Studies wear membership pins on the lapels of their 
gowns and red and white honor cords over the shoulders.

Those elected to membership in Pi Sigma Alpha National Honor Society in Political Science wear medallions hung from the 
neck on red ribbons. 

Those elected to Dobro Slovo National Slavic Honor Society wear the Dobro Slovo pin on the lapel of their gowns.

Election to membership in a number of other academic and honor societies is indicated by variously colored honor cords worn over the 
shoulders. (Some active local chapters have not developed this practice at Gustavus.)
