Previous Projects
I was awarded a Research, Scholarship, and Creativity grant in 2008, 2010, and most recently in 2012.  The 2008 grant coincided with my sabbatical work and was a great help in accomplishing my project, which was the development a self-defense manuscript for publication in the 15th edition of Mood, Musker, & Rink’s historic and well known text, Sport & Recreational Activities.  In 2010 I was awarded a second grant to continue my work with Dr. Dale Mood.  Based upon the initial chapter I wrote for his upcoming text in 2008, Dr. Mood invited me to write two additional chapters.  In 2010 I completed a chapter on Yoga and another on the game of Speedball.  All three chapters were featured in the 2012 publication of Sports & Recreations Activities (15th edition, McGraw-Hill Publishing).  In 2012 I worked with Dr. Valeria Freysinger at Miami University to develop a presentation that would examine and interpret the evolution of a service-learning project within a collegiate level introductory leisure studies course.  This was a very challenging, yet fascinating project that was presented internationally at the 2014 World Leisure Congress. 

Current Project
Purpose: 
I intend to use the RSC Grant to help fund a research trip to Oslo, Norway to coincide with my spring sabbatical of 2017.  My established research agenda focuses on best practices and methods for general instructional strategies, curriculum development, and quality assessment design within physical activity settings.  While I am skilled and knowledgeable regarding best practices in the United States, this is not the case internationally.  I am at a point in my career that I am in search of new perspectives, new strategies, and new relationships regarding best practices within movement studies.  Because Scandinavians are some of the world’s fittest and healthiest individuals, I am particularly interested in learning more about their physical education opportunities and teacher preparation programs.  While I have attempted to gain a better understanding from abroad, my resources are limited.  I am in need of simply being on the ground and working to develop real relationships with professional colleagues in my discipline. 

Therefore, I will travel to Oslo for a 2 week time period to interact with Physical Education Teacher Educators (PETE) at the Norwegian School of Sport Sciences.  For two weeks I will attend university taught methods classes for pre-service teacher candidates, observe children and adolescents in local schools participating in physical education classroom settings, interview current physical education practitioners, and share my knowledge and perspectives, when appropriate and invited, at the sports based University.  Information learned will clearly impact my teaching and perspective upon my return to Gustavus Adolphus College.  Further, by developing relationships with professional colleagues, I am hoping to secure an invitation to return as a future Fullbright Scholar.  Finally, I will be compiling my findings in a manuscript for publication and, most likely, presentation at a discipline specific national convention.
Feasibility: I have visited and traveled throughout Oslo on multiple occasions in the past.  I am comfortable and confident in my ability to navigate the city, university, and public schools.  Although I am not fluent in Norwegian, I have developed contacts that are sound English speakers!  Furthermore, I have several relatives that live in Oslo and would be able to assist when necessary.  Developing a contact at this University has proven to be challenging.  I began reaching out to general individuals at this institution over a year ago.  Although it took some time, I am happy to say that I have successfully connected with the department head of the PETE program at the Norwegian School of Sport Sciences.  He was excited to hear about my idea and gracious enough to extend an invitation to host me next spring to complete this project.  I am very excited that my efforts are starting to pay off!
Project Design: 
I plan to spend 2 weeks in Oslo, Norway at the Norwegian School of Sport Sciences during the spring semester of 2017 (most likely March or April).  I will primarily be looking for similarities and differences between practices of teacher preparation for future physical educators.  I will also be examining the movement culture of children and adolescents throughout the school day, as observed during public school visits.  The information I collect will be useful in a variety of ways and will continue my current research agenda.  Of particular significance, information gained will be shared with Gustavus PETE students, thus providing a more global perspective to their GAC education.  Next, important relationships will be tested, established, and developed.  My hope in creating these relationships is to find a mutually beneficial partnership; I one day hope to return as a Fullbright Scholar to this institution.  Last, I plan to write a manuscript for publication on my findings and, most likely, develop a research presentation.
