RSC Grant Application for Glenn Kranking

Previous Project
I was previously funded by a grant to conduct research in Stockholm, Sweden for three weeks in the summer of 2011. I was at the National Archives in Stockholm, and purchased many books in Sweden to continue my research back home. My time in the archive was particularly useful, as I located a collection of documents of which I was previously unaware. While this is an ongoing research project, I presented some of my findings at the 2012 Society for the Advancement of Scandinavian Study conference, the 2012 Association for the Advancement of Baltic Studies conference, a conference on Migration in the Baltic Sea Region in Stockholm in 2013, and a guest lecture at Södertörn University in Sweden also in 2013. Part of the research is also utilized in my upcoming Shop Talk (April 2014). I am working on finishing up two journal articles based on this research.
Current Project
Purpose: I intend to use the RSC Grant to help fund a research trip to Stockholm to continue my research on the Swedish-speaking minority population living in Estonia. From 1941-1944, Nazi Germany occupied Estonia. Based on the Nazi’s racial hierarchy and Sweden’s some-what favorable relationship to Nazi Germany, the so-called Estonian-Swedes were viewed more favorably by those in power, allowing the Swedish Foreign Ministry to play a more active role in negotiating for the population’s repatriation to Sweden. As the Soviet threat increased, almost half of the minority population relocated to Sweden with the assistance of the Nazis, while the remaining half migrated illegally. This research trip will focus on researching Sweden’s communications and negotiations with Nazi Germany, as well as internal documents within the Foreign Ministry, regarding the Swedish minority population living in Nazi-controlled Estonia during the Second World War.
This current research trip fits into my broader research project focused on the Estonian-Swedish population from 1860 until 1945. I address the role of the minority population in the varied governments that controlled the region: Tsarist Russia, Parliamentary Estonia, Autocratic Estonia, the Soviet Union, and Nazi Germany. My work highlights how the various forms of government allowed, or hindered, cultural expressions and contact with their ancient homeland of Sweden. While there are a few individuals in Sweden who have researched this population (the majority of whom descendants of the Estonian-Swedes), there is practically no information published in English beyond the chapters I have published in various books. One of the bigger questions I seek to answer in why do we care and what do the experiences of the Swedish minority population demonstrate regarding broader minority experiences and the wartime situation in Northern Europe.
Feasibility: I have worked extensively in the National Archives in Stockholm, Sweden and am comfortable using the archive for research. I am fluent in Swedish and have lived in Stockholm and am comfortable getting around the city and to the archive. While the files covering Swedish-Nazi relations from 1941-1944 are quite extensive, I am confident that I can work through the files and find the relevant materials. 
Project Design: The overall schedule will include 3 weeks of research in Stockholm, Sweden at the Swedish National Archives. I intend to use the grant funds for a research trip in January 2015, as the archive hours are limited in the summer months. The archive staff will also all be working and available to assist me in finding additional materials (Sweden take much of the summer off for holiday, leaving on a minimal staff, typically with more junior status). The research materials gathered in this trip will combine with my previous research on the Estonian-Swedish minority population, and in particular greatly strengthening my chapter on the Nazi occupation and the massive repatriation, as I work to prepare a book manuscript, which will be the first English-language work on this population. The research will also inform future conference presentations and possible journal articles.
