
Excellent teaching is serious, scholarly work. In order to support the resources required to address student challenges to learning in a scholarly manner, The John S. Kendall Center for Engaged Learning is introducing a grant to support student learning through the Scholarship of Teaching and Learning (SoTL). This initiative provides support for eligible faculty to develop, implement and assess a pedagogical approach intended to address a specific challenge to student learning encountered in a semester-long course offered on a regular basis. 





Grant Guidelines


Funding priority will be assigned for proposals that clearly: 


•	articulate a challenge related to student learning frequently encountered in a specific class,


•	review the pedagogical literature related to the identified challenge and include any previous or preliminary work you have done on the subject,


•	outline a sound plan for addressing the challenge with the goal of improving student learning,


	•  	explain the educational value of the intended plan by specifying the expected outcomes in student learning as well as which students are expected to benefit from the implementation, 


	•  	describe a well conceived plan for assessing the impact the curricular innovation will have on student learning, 


	•  	include appropriate materials and activities necessary to develop the course as well as the project timeline, and


   •	indicate a willingness to present or discuss the project during the first year with colleagues in one of the following venues: Teachers Talking, ShopTalk, academic year workshop, Faculty Development Day session or other venue determined in consultation with the Kendall Center.





Funds are available to support as many as three grants, at the discretion of the review committee. While all eligible faculty are invited to submit proposals, priority will be given to applications submitted by full-time tenured, tenure track and special adjunct faculty because of the long-term benefit their initiatives will afford the Gustavus curriculum. Note that course initiative grants are not available for January interim courses or one-time special topics courses in the curriculum. Budget


Complete the cover sheet and budget form attached to this application.





Funds may be used to acquire materials and supplies, reimburse expenses for travel and registration fees for teaching seminars or workshops directly related to the topic being addressed; for visiting institutions to observe implementation of a teaching method; and to pay printing or photocopying costs. Grant money may not be used for workshops, seminars, or meetings for which participants are given a stipend by an outside granting agency. 





Faculty will have one fiscal year to spend the materials and supplies portion of the grant: June 1, 2012 through May 31, 2013. Summer stipends will be available to support project planning during summer 2012 and project assessment and evaluation in summer of 2013, contingent on receipt of acceptable progress report of first year’s work. Additional funds will be available to present and/or publish the results of the SoTL work in a peer reviewed forum, contingent on acceptable final progress report.
