September 21, 2010 (Culpepper Lab and Phi Beta Kappa Room - Confer-Vickner Bldg)
This Teachers Talking Technology session will focus on DVD burning or ripping. Have you ever wanted to burn a clip from a DVD for use in class? Would you like to avoid the hassle of carrying around DVDs and having to switch them out during class? Would you like to store your DVD clips on Moodle so that you and your students can access them easily? Would you like to embed your video clips in a PowerPoint for easy classroom lectures? If you answered yes to any of the above questions, then Teachers Talking Technology has the session for you. We will hold this session in a computer lab so you can actually try out DVD ripping for yourself. Then we will discuss how this information can easily and (almost automatically) be shared with your classes on Moodle or Gustavus Google Sites.

Google Docs 3 Ways All students and faculty have a Google Docs account for the Gustavus domain (google.gustavus.edu), but what can you use it for? In this Teachers Talking Technology session, we will have a panel of speakers who will give examples of how they use Google Docs for a variety of tasks such as class assignments, research collaboration, and committee or administrative work.

February 22, 2011 (Heritage Room) 
Topic: Going public: student contributions to Wikipedia
Our students seek quickly-accessible sources of information. It is critical that our students and the public have access to accurate and engaging sources on biological topics. Because of this need, and the fact that our students are comfortable using technology and interested in participating in a global community, we developed two projects requiring students to communicate topics related to plant or insect biology using Wikipedia.  As a result of these projects, students realized how poorly some topics were covered, composed and posted new entries, and expressed pride in their final products – because they were in the public domain.

March 22, 2011 (Heritage Room) 
Screen capture and podcast software have more to offer than just sharing screen shots of your wicked-cool World of Warcraft avatar in action.  They can be used as powerful tools in the classroom (be it material or virtual) to construct software tutorials or remotely-accessible lectures, among other things.  Join Martin Lang and/or Karla Marz for tasty demonstrations of these applications.  Martin will be demonstrating the use of Snapz X Pro for software tutorial, and Karla will be demonstrating how to use GarageBand to produce digital lectures.
