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2009 Summer Teaching and Learning Workshop

The John S. Kendall Center for Engaged Learning is pleased to introduce the 2009 Summer Teaching and Learning Workshop, June 1-5.  As you’ll see from the enclosed schedule, faculty will have the opportunity to choose from a variety of sessions, depending on interest or availability.  Below is a description of each session, including the day/s and time/s it is scheduled and the additional support faculty who participate will receive.  Eligible faculty are invited to apply for as many of the sessions in which they are interested and which do not overlap with each other.  For example, on Monday and Tuesday, faculty would be able to participate in either “Writing and Oral Communication for Today’s Student” or “Developing Faculty Portfolios.”

One of the successes of the summer teaching and learning workshops has been the opportunity for faculty to not only talk with each other about best practices, but also to work individually and collaboratively on course materials or portfolios.  Each session during the 2009 workshop will continue this tradition and provide this balance of discussion and individual and collaborative work. Faculty who participate in the sessions will receive a stipend and are invited to join their colleagues for lunch in order to continue conversations, make connections, and share ideas.

WORKSHOP OPTIONS (with days/times sessions will be held)


Writing and Oral Communication for Today’s Student:  Monday and Tuesday 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. 

This workshop is designed to assist faculty in developing writing and oral communication components for classes, including working with ELL/ESL students and first generation college students, and methods to bridge such cultural divides.  (Becky Fremo)
Developing Faculty Portfolios: Tuesday 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.  (Laura Behling)
This workshop is designed specifically for faculty interested in reflecting on their teaching, scholarship, and other professional contributions, and in considering the ways to characterize and contextualize such work.  Initial discussion will allow faculty time to consider their own work, and a hands-on workshop will allow participants the opportunity to work with their record of teaching, scholarship, and service in order to begin to craft a portfolio of accomplishments.

Developing Discipline-Specific Learning Outcomes: Wednesday and Thursday 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m. 
How do I know what students have learned in my class?  How much have majors retained from course to course? Do students learn what I want them to learn? What do my colleagues and I hope that students gain from our major or minor?  This workshop will help faculty begin with what they want to know about their courses, and how they might enhance students’ learning experience by being more intentional about articulating learning outcomes. Writing About Teaching and Learning: Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday 9 a.m. to 3:30 p.m.

Many Gustavus faculty have developed and implemented innovative and informative pedagogical practices, exercises, and assignments. But how many of us have had time to disseminate our work to a wider audience?   This workshop will help faculty develop and/or revise manuscripts describing their pedagogical research and practices.  We will address a range of topics, including planning and developing projects and finding publication venues, as well as time for writing and  opportunities for peer review.  The workshop is open to anyone who wants to do this work; it is not limited to past and present SoTL participants.  Enrollment is limited to 12.
