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2013 Summer Teaching & Learning Workshop

The John S. Kendall Center for Engaged Learning is pleased to introduce the 2013 Summer Teaching & Learning Workshop from June 3 to June 6.  As you’ll see from the enclosed schedule, faculty may choose from a variety of sessions, depending on interest or availability.  Below is a description of each session, including the day/s and time/s it is scheduled and the additional support participating faculty will receive.  Eligible faculty are invited to apply for more than one session provided they do not overlap with each other. 
Workshops bring faculty members from across the campus together to generate ideas to enhance pedagogy, focus on particular issues vital to intellectual success and faculty life, and develop better ways to engage students in collaborative learning endeavors. One of the successes of the summer teaching and learning workshops has been the opportunity for faculty to not only talk with each other about best practices, but also to work individually and collaboratively on course materials, portfolios or personal goals.  Each session during the 2013 workshop will continue this tradition and provide this balance of discussion and individual and collaborative work. Faculty who participate in the sessions will receive a stipend and are invited to join their colleagues for lunch to continue conversations, make connections, and share ideas. This year, in collaboration with the First Term Seminar program, we will host a Teachers Talking-styled series of lunch sessions for workshop participants.

Writing for Real People, in the Real World: Monday 9:00 a.m. to 12:30 p.m.

Student surveys report that they care a lot about writing, but why is their classroom writing often uninspired or unfocused? Research suggests that writing for a real purpose, addressing a real audience, motivates students to take more -- and better -- control of their learning and self-expression than do standard classroom assignments. In this workshop, we will explore ways to build a series of activities that lead to “real” student writing, yielding responses that we’ll actually want to read! This workshop will consist of two parts: a half day summer workshop and a follow up session on Wednesday, August 28 to share, reflect, and revise writing activities. Build your own Teaching Philosophy: Monday 2 p.m. to 4:00 p.m.
When was the last time you read your teaching philosophy and compared it to your current perspectives on student learning? This workshop is intended to help you re-examine and revise your teaching philosophy. The essential part of the workshop will be to do a card sort exercise that helps you become more aware of and intentional about your underlying teaching philosophy (TP). The outcome of that initial exercise is a working draft of a TP statement. This workshop is for visiting faculty, candidates for 3rd year review, tenure and promotion to full professor – as well as those who like to periodically re-examine their work. Don’t Bite the Hook: Maintaining Productivity and Avoiding Burnout in Turbulent Times: Monday, 9 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. 
As this academic year ends, do you feel the need for some rejuvenation? Want some strategies for finding energy? Want to relate to your work in a more positive way? To be inspired to keep doing your work? If you answered yes to any one of these questions, then this is the workshop for you. Learning to Move, Moving to Learn: Tuesday, 9 a.m. to 4:00 a.m.

This workshop will introduce you to the ways in which movement can be integrated into the classroom experience in order to help foster the synthesis of information. Solving intellectual problems through movement enables students to reflect upon and assimilate conceptual challenges on a deep level, while acknowledging and promoting kinesthetic learning. Working creatively and collaboratively through movement may lead students towards discussing details and nuances of a particular process in ways that might not have been previously considered.
