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Complex is composed of three connected structures, Sorensen, Gibbs, and North Halls, all of which were built at separate times in the last 50 years. Altogether, Complex houses about 460 upperclassmen, mostly both sophomore men and women, on a semi-alternating floor system.





With a capacity of 185, Uhler Hall has fully-equipped suites that can accommodate 2 or 4 upperclassmen per room. Likely the most unique dorm on campus, Uhler also has an expansive courtyard and is one of the oldest buildings left on campus.





Located on the hill overlooking Saint Peter, Rundstrom Hall was dedicated in 1938 and is unique for its castle-like architecture. Rundstrom houses 90 students, all upperclassmen, both men and women in mostly standard double-occupancy, and some triple-occupancy, rooms.





Both with similar construction, Sohre and Pittman Halls are located on the South end of campus near the Confer-Vickner classrooms. Both Pittman and Sohre Halls house about 190 students, with floors generally alternating by gender. Unlike Sohre however, Pittman Hall houses only freshman students.





Also among the newest residence halls on campus, Arbor View and College View Apartments both offer fully-furnished apartment-style rooms for about 150 upperclassmen. Prairie View, a substance-free building, offers dual occupancy rooms for mostly upperclassmen. All three structures were either built or acquired by Gustavus after the Tornado of 1998 


that devastated our campus.





Southwest is the newest residence hall at Gustavus, and now has a great view of Gustavus Football’s new stadium. Also intended for upperclassmen, Southwest holds about 190 students in apartments or suites of 4. The building also holds the “hostel” in the basement which is used for summer program housing and sports teams during school breaks.





Carlson International Center is located adjacent to Olin Hall, near the old Hollingsworth Field grounds, and is intended for international students, and those interested in learning more about various cultures, languages, and global issues. The overseeing program, called “Crossroads,” was founded in 1996. The building also is the home of the offices for the International Education Office, and other study-abroad programs.





Norelius Hall, dedicated in 1967 in the namesake of our college’s founder, Eric Norelius, houses approximately 400 first-year students. The only section-based dormitory on campus, Coed offers a unique experience in which small groups of students can get to know one another on a more personal level. Substance-Free is also an option in this dorm. The Campus Safety offices are also in the basement of the Norelius Hall.
