How to Drive on Snow:
1. Equip your car with snow tires.

2. Clear pathways for your wheels out of the parking space BEFORE you try to exit the space (otherwise you may get stuck while trying to leave!)

3. Do not accelerate quickly, take everything steadily.

4. Keep your speed down considerably: you should be driving well below the limit.

5. Keep twice as much distance from other cars as you would do in dry conditions.

6. Anticipate the road: look ahead for obstacles, hazards, and corners in the road.

7. As you approach a corner, reduce your speed.  You should have your foot off the break before you begin to turn the steering wheel so that all four wheels can grip the road properly on the turn.

8. Steer steadily around the corner and accelerate gently out of it.

9. Build up momentum gradually on flat stretches before climbing a hill.  Too much gas and you risk spinning your wheels.

What to do if you skid?
1. Steer in the direction the car is skidding, NOT against it.

2. Fight the instinct to break hard, as this will reduce the grip of the wheels on the road.

3. Ease off the brake and accelerate very gently into the skid.

4. As you feel the wheels gaining their grip on the road, you can begin to adjust your steering accordingly.

What to do as you approach a red light?

1. Reduce your speed early on as     you approach lights.

2. Bring the car to as slow a speed as you can gradually.
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Avoid stopping completely if possible.
